SHOW INFORMATION AND RULES

PER WESTWORLD

All Horses MUST have a 30 Day Veterinary Health Certificate and a Current(within 1 year) Negative
Coggins.

All Vehicles hauling horses must check in with the Westworld Feed and Bedding store upon arrival to
have these papers inspected. This includes all day haulers.

WESTWORLD WILL ASK ALL NON-COMPLIANT HORSES TO BE REMOVED IMMEDIATELY FROM
THE PREMISES.

Horses may not arrive before Monday 5/8 at noon (South Hall 5PM) and stalls must be vacated by
Monday at 6AM 5/15/23. EQUIDOME opening TBD

This show is APPROVED by the National Reining Horse Association (NRHA) and the Arizona Reining
Horse Association (AzRHA) and will be conducted per the Official Rulebook of the NRHA. All NRHA
classes will be run according to the rules of the NRHA. If you have questions regarding qualifications for
specific classes, please visit their website at www.nrha.com.

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STAKES AND NOVICE DERBY CONDITIONS: Horses must be shown one handed in any NRHA legal
bit.

The Stakes is for 4 year olds that have won less than $10,000 as of 12/31/2022.

The Novice Derby is open to 4-5-6-7 year olds that have won less than $50,000 as of 12/31/2022.
(Novice Level 3 eligible) Prime Time Division will use NRHA Handicap system.

NON-NRHA CLASSES: Open Schooling, Arabian Open, Non Pro and Youth, Future Reiners, AZRHA
Long Stirrup (11-18 & 19 & over).

OPEN SCHOOLING CLASSES: These classes must be entered and will be drawn. Limited # of entries.
Priority to sponsors- see sponsorship opportunities.
SPONSOR SCHOOLING: This class must be entered and will be drawn.

ENTRIES: Entries must be RECEIVED by 5/2/2023.

To be considered entered payment must be received or Late fees will be applied.

Online entries available or send the completed Entry Forms with payment to Kathy Gould at Saddle Up

Photocopies of NRHA Competition License and current NRHA membership card for owner and
exhibitor(s) must accompany entries.

PAYMENT: Checks should be made payable to AzZRHA. Credit Cards will be charged a 4% Convenience
Fee.

LATE FEES: A late fee of $25 will be incurred on ancillary classes and $100 late fee will apply to aged
event entries received after this date. Entries with late fee close at noon the day before the class.

An Additional $25(ancillary) $200(Aged Event) will be charged for entries received after noon the day
before up until 5 PM the day before the class.

Anyone who enters a class after the draw deadline will be added to the draw at the show management’s
discretion. Aged event entries will be added to a set to run preceding the regular draw.

MEMBERSHIPS AND COMPETITION LICENSE: All horses shown in NRHA approved classes must have
a current NRHA Competition License. All owners and riders must be current members. If your horse does
not have a competition license, or memberships need to be updated you can go to reiner suite on the
NRHA website. We can also complete paperwork in the horse show office.

Owners and Riders must be AZRHA members to qualify for AZRHA Prizes and Awards.

Memberships, Licenses or Registrations are not required for AZRHA NON-NRHA classes only.

STALLS: Stall Fee is $250.00 for the entire show. Day Stalls will be available for $95/Day. Shavings are
not provided.

ALL HORSES WILL BE STABLED IN BARNS A-C AND O-Q. Sponsors will have priority location as
available in the South Hall.

FOR STALLS: Please go to www.azrha.com. Pre-payment is required for stalls. The late fee will be
enforced for all stalls not paid by the due date.
BEDDING: Bedding is available by calling WestWorld at 480-312-6814.

HAUL IN FEE: A Haul-In Fee of $50.00 per day will be assessed to all horses that do not rent a stall. Day
haulers are expected to comply with WestWorld’s strict parking policies and must park on the east side of
the North Hall. There will be no Day Haulers parked inside the Equidome North Hall.
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PARKING: WestWorld has very strict parking policies in the stabling area. Parking is for inmediate
unloading and loading only. Please comply with their request to avoid any conflicts with WestWorld
management.

Day Haulers may park on the east side of the North Hall for easy access to the Equidome, Paddock area
and Arena 3.

VIDEO/PHOTOGRAPHY FEE: A $50.00 video/photography fee will be assessed per entry. A delayed
feed will be available at the back gate for reviews. Please see the videographer at the show to schedule
any complimentary personal viewings.

SCRATCHES:

ANCILLARY/NON NRHA: There will be no refunds on entries that are scratched after the draw has been
posted.

AGED EVENTS: No Refunds on Aged Events, however substitutions may be made for an additional
$100 prior to the draw. After the draw there are NO refunds.

NUMBERS: Each horse will be assigned a separate number to be worn by all exhibitors showing that
horse in all classes (Including Schooling classes).

DAMAGES OR LOSSES: AzRHA Board of Directors, Horse Show Management, Sponsors, or WestWorld
will in no case be responsible for any loss or damage that may occur, and it shall be a condition of entry
that each exhibitor shall hold the horse show, the horse show management, the facility and the sponsors
blameless for any loss or accident to themselves, their horse(s) or equipment which may occur from
accident, sickness, theft, death or otherwise. Exhibitors will be charged for any damages to stalls per
Westworld protocols.
